David Lewis and Tony LeCount got 2nd place by chunking black spinner baits at the rocks on
the dam. David said all their keep fish came after dark and the bass were right next to the bank.
Sometimes they would cast and hit the rocks just above the water.......as soon as the spinner bait

bounced off the rocks and hit the water, the bass would attack it.

Honorable mention - points leader Kyle and Brian Barfield took 3rd with 3.74 pounds.

LAKE CONDITIONS

The air temperature was 95 degrees at 6:00 pm and 82 at midnight. The water temperature was
89 degrees. It was sunny, windy and the moon was a little over 1/2 full. Wind gusty to 25 mph

with a steady 15 mph wind until 8:00 pm. The lake was about 2 ft low.

8 teams zeroed.
14 fish were weighed in (one DOA).

2.03 pounds was the average.
